City of Atlantic Beach Park Rules & Regulations
To ensure a safe and enjoyable experience for all visitors, please observe the following rules while using City of Atlantic Beach parks:

General Park Rules (All Parks)
· Park Hours: Open daily from sunrise to sunset, unless otherwise posted.
· Summer: Bathrooms close at 6 p.m.
· Winter: Bathrooms close at 4:30 p.m. 
· Note: 18th Street parking area closes at 9:00 PM.
· [bookmark: _Hlk200464570]Alcohol and Smoking: Alcohol consumption and/or smoking, is not allowed in City Beaches, Facilities, and Parks. 
· Bounce Houses and/or Inflatables: Bounce houses and/or inflatables are not allowed in City Parks.
· Camping: Overnight camping is only permitted in designated areas at Dutton Island Preserve with a permit at www.coab.us/recpermits.
· Filming/Videoing: No filming/videoing allowed in City Parks or facilities without prior permission or permit at www.coab.us/recpermits.
· Fires: No person shall start or use a fire within a park except in designated facilities provided via permit via Dutton Island Camping and/or Beach Fire Permit – during Beach Fire Season Only (November – February). Fires must be attended at all times and fully extinguished before leaving.
· Motorized Vehicles: Motorized vehicles, including golf carts, are not allowed in parks, on trails, or grassy areas unless approved. Motorized wheelchairs are permitted where accessible.
· Noise: Please be respectful—no loud or disruptive behavior. 
· Permits Required: Activities such as group events and/or business/commercial use require permits. User must adhere to all provisions of the rental permit when applicable. Visit www.coab.us/recpermits to apply for a permit. 
· Pets: All pets must be leashed and under control. Owners must clean up after their animals. Pets can be off-leash in designated Dog Parks with proper registration and while swimming in the ocean.
· Property Protection: Do not damage, alter, deface, or remove park facilities, features, vegetation, or equipment. Do not erect structures or deposit materials without written permission.
· Sales & Solicitation: Selling goods or services, or soliciting donations, is prohibited without prior approval from the Recreation Department. Visit www.coab.us/recpermits for Business Activities Registration. 
· Splash Pad at Donner Park: The Splash Pad is open weather permitting from May – September. It may close at times for routine maintenance, or due to technical issues. Visit www.coab.us/splashplad for information.
· Trash & Recycling: Use provided trash containers. Do not litter.
· Wildlife: Do not feed wildlife.

Camping Rules – Dutton Island Preserve
· Primitive Camping Only: No electricity or water at campsites. Tent camping ONLY. No RV’s allowed.
· Permits: Limited to two camp sites per person per night. All five campsites may not be rented out by the same individual.
· Events: Private special events, festivals, or gatherings that exceed total campsite capacity (64) are prohibited.
· Quiet Hours: 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM.
· Alcohol and Smoking: Alcohol consumption and/or smoking, is not allowed in City Beaches, Facilities, and Parks. 
· Emergencies: Call Atlantic Beach Police Dispatch at (904) 247-5859.
· Fires: Allowed only in designated fire pits or fire rings.
· Motorized Vehicles: Motorized vehicles, including golf carts, dirt bikes, or ATV’s, are not allowed in/on trails. Motorized wheelchairs are permitted where accessible. Only licensed/registered vehicles are allowed in designated parking areas only.
· Park Rangers: Make periodic visits to the island.
· Pets: All pets must be leashed and under control. Owners must clean up after their animals.
· Preserve Sharing: Please respect paddlers, fishermen, hikers, and other users.
· Restrooms: Available during your stay.
· Tree Protection: Nothing may be attached to trees. Do not cut or remove any branches or natural materials.
· Waste: Use provided refuse containers. Trash is collected at the end of the visit, unless requested otherwise. Campers must be present when extra trash collection takes place.
· Wildlife: Do not feed wildlife.
