Virtual Tour of Atlantic Beach Police Building
The City of Atlantic Beach is reaching out to residents who have not had the opportunity to personally tour the police department by posting a “virtual tour” of the building on the city website.  
The current police facility was built in 1987. In 2005, the City Commission approved funding to have an architectural firm evaluate options for either expanding the current building or constructing a new one. Informed citizen input is an important part of finding the best solution. Tours of the current building have been offered several times in an effort to demonstrate the deficiencies and discuss the needs. We recognize that everyone’s schedules are very busy and many may be unable to see the building personally.
